Monsoon
season makes
final approach,
D-M ready

Arizona has more lightning strikes during the sum-
mer monsoon season, which normally starts in early July,
than most states have all year. To help reduce the threat
to the people and property at Davis-Monthan Air Force
Base and in the Tucson community, three separate light-
ning notices are issued.

Members of the 355th Operations Support Squadron
Weather Flight, working in conjunction with the 25th
Operational Weather Squadron, issue these notices,
which are tailored to alert the base populace whenever
thunderstorms and lightning threaten the base so that
measures can be implemented to protect our resources.

Three separate lightning notices are the lightning
watch, the observed weather advisory for thunderstorms
and associated lightning, and the lightning warning.
These three products each cover different criteria and
serve to notify the base about the existing or anticipated
conditions.

Knowing the difference between a lightning watch,
an observed weather advisory for thunderstorms and a
lightning warning is very important in determining what
action to take and when. Although severe weather noti-

Comment: Recently we checked in at the
3555th Mission Support Group to get my
wife an ID card to replace her expired card.

After 20 to 25 minutes of waiting, nobody’s
name had been called. I asked the NCO at
the desk what the average wait time was for
an ID card and she said 45 minutes to an
hour.

There were four people behind the desk
and nobody appeared to be working. There
were a lot of people sitting around in the
waiting room, no names had been called. I
think 45 minutes to an hour waiting for an
ID card is totally unacceptable when the sign
says this is the best group in the system.
Thank you.

Response: We're sorry that you experi-
enced such a long delay in service when you
and your wife came to the Military Personnel
Flight for a new ID card. You're right, 45
minutes does seem excessive.

Military personnel are now being issued a
new ID card — the Common Access Card.
Unfortunately, the issue/wait time has in-
creased from an average of 3 to 4 minutes
with the old card to approximately 15 min-
utes per customer for the CAC.

In addition, unforeseeable delays such as a
disruption in service at the central Defense
Enrollment Eligibility Reporting System/

Rapids hub or the comm-line pipe being over
saturated with users from across the conti-
nental United States can increase customer
wait time to 45 minutes or more.

On the morning of your visit, the customer
service section experienced those delays
along with an unexpected rush of active duty
Navy personnel who required new ID cards.
Those factors, along with our need to train two
new civilian members on one of our three ID
card machines, led to the excess delays you
experienced.

Although it may have appeared that “
body was working” behind the counter, in
reality our folks were working very hard to
manually load/update required personnel
information so that the system could prop-
erly format the CAC microchip - this also
takes some time.

In the mean time, we will do a better job of
keeping our patrons better informed. Specifi-
cally, we’ve instructed our customer service
staff to make periodic announcements to the
people in the lobby regarding reasons for the
long delays and expected wait times.

In addition, we will formally post the
expected customer service wait time on the
counter so that patrons will know on arrival
what to expect.

Again, we apologize for the inconvenience
and are doing our best to improve service in
the future.

history of the United States Air Force.

The Wild Weasel mission was to protect
strike packages from enemy surface-to-air mis-
sile sites by actively searching them out and
engaging them. The cold reality of this mission
was it was one of the most dangerous in the
Air Force. It was almost as if these pilots and
EWOs were asked to walk into a lion’s den
holding two giant rib eye steaks in their hands
and hoping to only lose their fingers.

With their tour complete, Hoblit and Wil-
son left the 357th Tactical Fighter Squadron
and bid Takhli, Royal Thai Air Base goodbye.
They both retired from the Air Force after sev-
eral other assignments, but always looked back
on their time in the 357th TFS as, “a time of
fond memories.”

Hoblit and his backseater, Wilson, live close
together, just north of Houston, Texas, and of-
ten get together to talk and reminisce about
old times. Some conversations are about the
Astros relief pitchers blowing another game,
a humorous story about a 5/8ths crescent
wrench flying across the garage after it slipped
while working on the car, or about dodging SA-
2 missiles while flying three times the speed
of a Formula 1 race car at tree-top level.

“Back when (about 2002), the History Chan-
nel was interviewing us for their special pro-
gram, ‘Suicide Missions — Wild Weasels’ I real-
ized that Jerry Hoblit had one fewer Silver
Stars than I. I researched my records and dis-
covered that Jerry was on each set of orders
for all of the decorations I received except for
one and that one was a particularly intense
mission,” Wilson wrote.

“I contacted our old squadron commander,
Ben Murph, and asked him if Jerry had been
submitted for a medal for that mission. Ben
checked in his personal journal for that date
and confirmed that Jerry Hoblit had been sub-
mitted for an Air Force Cross for that mission,
and reminded me that we had been shot up

pretty good by anti-aircraft fire and landed at
Udorn. I gathered up all of the paperwork and
resubmitted it through our local Congressman.
That was one year ago.”

The medal was approved May 23 and twelve
Wild Weasels from the 357th Tactical Fighter
Squadron began their journey to see one of
their old friends receive the second highest
decoration for valor and heroism in combat.

The Weasels arrived at Davis-Monthan Air
Force Base, the current home of the 357th Tac-
tical Fighter Squadron, now known as the 357th
Fighter Squadron, June 20.

The day began with a surprise reunion of
Hoblit with his three daughters and two grand-
sons. Hoblit’s daughter, Holly, and her sons,
Erik and Ethan, came all the way from Ger-
many for the ceremony.

The Davis-Monthan Air Force Base Officers
Club was standing room only for the medal cer-
emony which opened with a slideshow of the
357th Fighter Squadron’s history in combat,
dating back to World War II and culminating
with a single image of the Air Force Cross.
Hoblit’s flight commander from the 357th at
Takhli, Medal of Honor recipient Retired Col.
Leo Thorsness, presented Hoblit with an Air
Force Cross. The ceremony was followed with
an emotional and thunderous standing ovation
from the audience. Hoblit had finally been rec-
ognized.

In an emotional commentary Hoblit had his
backseater, Tom “Bear” Wilson join him in front
of the crowd and spoke of a bond that could
only have been forged in combat. Once again
the two heroes embraced and the crowd broke
into another ovation.

After the ceremony Hoblit’s wife, Rosalie,
was overwhelmed by the day’s events. “I am so
happy. All those Silver Stars he received were
just handed to him in an office, still in the box.
There were no ceremonies. Today was just
beautiful.”

Regarding the day Hoblit could only say one
thing, “I am just overwhelmed.” After thirty-six
years he has finally received the recognition he
deserved.

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355th CS evacuates, saves
equipment at Mount Lemmon

Members of the 355th Commu-
nications Squadron ground main-
tenance, the ‘Dirt Rats,” removed
radio equipment June 19 from a
remote site at Mount Lemmon,
which was being threatened by the
ongoing Aspen Fire.

“Removal was based on input
from the on-scene incident com-
mander, Mr. Humphries and fire-
fighting agencies, based on the di-
rection of the fire’s path,” said
Capt. John Galliard, 355th CS In-
formation Systems Flight com-
mander. “The Radio Ridge Obser-
vatory Area (name used to refer to
the equipment site) was determined
to be in the imminent path of the
fire, thus making this the second
year in a row equipment had to be
removed from this site.”

This year’s conditions required
the training and expertise 355th
CS members have honed through
training and experience to rescue
more than $400,000 in equipment.

“The team was initially cleared

safe for the trip. While there, an
abrupt change in wind strength
and direction led to the fire jump-
ing the firebreak,” said Gailliard.
“This in turn led to the team go-
ing from a 30-minute to leave mes-
sage from fire fighters to a get-out-
now situation.

“The expertise and can-do posi-
tive attitude of all involved led us
to leaving with all the equipment
we went there for.

“The removal of equipment
from Radio Ridge in no way nega-
tively impacts operations at D-M.
There are built-in redundancies
for loss of radio coverage. Day-
day-to-day operations of D-M are
unhindered.

“When cleared to return (to the
site), a damage assessment team
will determine facility safety and
reusability. Any repairs will be
made to ensure the facilities can
properly house the equipment
again.”

fications apply to the entire base, forecasters
focus on the actions of flightline workers.

When a lightning watch is issued, necessary
actions should be taken to end outdoor opera-
tions and move indoors within 30 minutes.

Normally, the next notice issued is the ob-
served advisory for thunderstorms and asso-
ciated lightning. This advisory is issued when
thunderstorms and lightning are observed
within 10 miles of the airfield complex. When
this observed weather advisory is issued, su-
pervisors determine whether or not particu-
lar missions are critical, and whether non-es-
sential Aerospace Ground Equipment should
be removed from the flightline.

The notice with immediate impact on opera-
tions is the lightning warning.

The lightning warning is issued when light-
ning is occurring within five miles of the air-
field complex. When it is issued, all outdoor
activity ceases and personnel not directly in-
volved with critical tasks need to leave the
flightline and seek shelter.

Around the base, outdoor activities such as
intramural sports, swimming or golf also
should cease immediately, and everyone should
stay under shelter until the threat is over.

Our system of weather notifications is simi-
lar to airfield defense postures during exer-
cises or contingencies. Lightning watches and
observed advisories are similar to “alarm yel-
low.” Personnel continue with operations, but
with a firm plan to cease due to the danger
associated with the incoming threat. When the
lightning warning is issued, it’s like being in
alarm red.

Remember, the lightning warning is not is-
sued until the first lightning strike occurs, so

the actions you take when the lightning watch
is issued are critical.

It is important for all D-M personnel to
know and understand the system of weather
notifications.

It is only then every member of team D-M
can act and if necessary, accurately relay this
crucial information.

At the end of the movie
Gosford Park, Mrs. Wilson, the
housekeeper, states that she is
the perfect servant because she
anticipates the needs of her
employers. “I know what they
want before they even know it
themselves,” she says, and has
whatever they will want ready so
that it can be given to them as

soon as they request it. People
such as Mrs. Wilson were so
dedicated to their lives in ser-
vice and the performance of their
duties they were, to all intents
and purposes, invisible to their
employers.

Much of what happens in our
daily lives is also ready before
we know we want it. When was
the last time you thought about
your mail delivery, your lights
and water heater, your phone

and television or the civilian
airliner you are riding in and the
crew flying it?

If you are like me the answer
is rarely, if at all. Why? Because
the vast resources and systems
behind these very ordinary
taken-for-granted aspects of our
lives are operated by the invis-
ible professionals — the people
you rarely, if ever, see, hear or
think about. These people’s
dedication and professionalism

make it possible for you not to
think about your mail, your
lights and water heater, your
phone and television, the civilian
airliner and its crew.

The people like you — all
invisible professionals, people of
dedication and professionalism,
who are the key to today’s armed
forces. Throughout most of the
history of the United States,
service-members were rarely on
the minds of most of our fellow
citizens — coming to the front of

D-M family aids its own in time of tragedy

Thanks to the overwhelming support from
the Davis-Monthan Air Force Base commu-
nity, a young Air Force couple is picking up of
the pieces after a tragic fire early this month.
The recently married couple and their dog
escaped the three-alarm fire safely, only to
see the blaze destroy their Tanque Verde
apartment and everything in it June 3.

Immediately following the early morning
fire, the Red Cross and management at the
complex made arrangements for the couple
and the other victims, but without renter’s
insurance, there wasn’t much else that could
be done.

That is where the support and charity of
the Air Force family here at D-M stepped in.
The airman’s first sergeant, Senior Master
Sgt. Russ Markestad at the 755th Opera-
tional Support Squadron, instantly sprang
into action sending out an e-mail to all the
shirts on base informing them of the tragedy
and requesting any and all assistance for the
couple. Almost instantaneously, donations
came in from all directions to Markestad in
the form of furniture, appliances, linens,
clothes and money.

“The response has been amazing,” said
Markestad. “In fact, I've received so much for
the couple that we're taking some of the
donations to the Airman’s Attic.”

Of course, the couple is greatly apprecia-
tive of the outpouring of support they have
received, but picking up and moving on has
been difficult. One thing learned from all
this is the importance of renter’s insurance.

“We'’re looking into getting insurance right
now,” said the airman. “I’ve rented all
through college and never really thought
about it before.”

The couple, married less than a year,
moved to Tucson in February after he com-
pleted technical school at Keesler Air Force
Base, Miss. “We're grateful for the amount of
support we've received from everyone at D-M,”
the airman added.
