Additionally the wing provides personnel recovery combat search and rescue through the employment of HC-130J Combat Kings IIs, HH-60G Pave Hawks and Guardian Angel weapon systems, with units at Davis-Monthan AFB, Ariz. and Nellis AFB, Nev. The 355th Wing is also responsible for training A-10C pilots for the entire Total Force and is the Air Combat Command executive agent for Intermediate Range Nuclear Forces and Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty compliance.

Colonel Pereira began his career as an enlisted Airmen in 1990. He attended the USAF Academy Preparatory School prior to receiving his commission in 1997 through the USAF Academy. During his career, he has held various operational and Air Staff assignments in Combat Rescue, Special Operations, and Nuclear Deterrence Operations.
